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Basav Sen Basav Sen is an activist with the Mobilization for Global Justice (MGJ) in Washington DC. He is a native of India, and has witnessed the effects of IMF and World Bank policies in his native country. Previously, he used to live in the Boston area, and was active on a wide range of issues, including the IMF, World Bank and global economy; housing justice; immigrants' rights; and grassroots media.
Debayani Kar* Debayani Kar is the Communications and Advocacy Coordinator at the Jubilee USA Network. She previously was a media coordinator at the Center for Economic and Policy Research, also here in Washington. She has been working on globalization-related issues for a number of years.
