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COUNTER-INAUGURAL ACTIONS REVEAL NO MANDATE FOR BUSH

Grassroots groups around the country are organizing protests, creative demonstrations, and acts of civil disobedience to protest during the January 20, 2005 Inauguration of George W. Bush.  Activities and events are planned for the week leading up to January 20, 2005, as well as the weekend afterward.  In a press conference today at the National Press Club representatives from social and economic justice groups discussed the platform behind the actions.  

Organizers invite people-of-conscience from the DC metro area and across the nation to gather in DC this January to stand against the Bush Administration’s wars on democracy, civil rights, the peoples of the world, the environment, and the poor of both this nation and the world.  In the wake of the second consecutive Presidential election marred by widespread disenfranchisement, progressive Americans have grown increasingly united in identifying the Bush Administration as not only a threat to global peace, but also a corrupt, illegitimate imposition upon the people of the United States and the world.  

“From pre-emptive war, to domestic and global economic policies that value profits over people, the Bush administration and the corporate system of global exploitation are dismantling communities and democracies around the world,” said Basav Sen of the Mobilization for Global Justice.  “The American people will not tolerate another four years of corruption from Bush. He has no mandate to govern, let alone impose his radical agenda on the people of the US and the global community.” 

Counter-inaugural actions will feature a diversity of tactics, and will be organized by decentralized, autonomous groups.  Organizers coordinate their efforts through a weekly, public, citywide spokescouncil, bringing together a broad swath of groups from the peace, anti-globalization, environmental, and labor movements; student groups; faith groups; federal PACs; artist collectives; and unaffiliated individuals.
