As widespread violence inspired by the U.S. occupation spreads in Iraq, threatening civil war and consuming American lives and resources desperately needed here at home, thousands of DC residents will mark the third year of war by demanding that our troops return home now. People from all walks of life dedicated to our nation's ideals will meet at the home of Vice President Dick Cheney and march to Dupont Circle to rally with speakers, local musicians and artists. Other communities across the country and throughout the world are organizing similar events marking this tragic three year milestone. 
Peace and social justice groups from around the region have organized Saturday's events in Washington, DC. Area residents will have an opportunity to air their feelings about the illegal and immoral war and occupation of Iraq; the Bush Administration’s shocking justifications for torture and extra-ordinary rendition; its callous abuse of civil rights threatened by The PATRIOT Act and illegal domestic surveillance; its reprehensible failure to support survivors of Hurricane Katrina; and its elitist disregard of various threats to national security such as education, healthcare, and housing.
